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           Conflict of interest, transparency and transition

· Importance and role of recognizing, legal definitions and sanctioning conflicts of interest for moral development of society and legal state, and especially society in transition. 

· Conflicts of interest, legality and legitimacy of property in unconditional privatization. Conflicts of interest in privatization in Serbia. Drastic example, a manager of a socially owned enterprise (especially civil property defined as government-owned property in the process of transition) establishes his own private enterprise of identical line of business and manages both enterprises at the same time. After a while, a socially owned enterprise is ruined, while private enterprise becomes successful. 

· Misuse of official position in the law of Serbia before the process of transition as a solution to some forms of conflict of interest. Governmental decisions upon the personnel and conflict of interest. Enactment of the government of the Republic of Serbia announced in the media on the conflicts of interests. 

· Evaluation of application of the Enactment of the government of the Republic of Serbia on conflicts of interest in local governments - NGO contribution to development of democracy and legal state. 

· Transparency, legal regulation of publicity of information issued by the government (and local governments) and conflict of interest. 

· Application of informational technology in recognizing and protection from conflicts of interest
